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The Band’s name come from the indigenous
Mexican mythology: La Calzada de los Muertos, -
birthplace of the gods, the sun and the moon-,
which is also the name that the Aztecs gave to the
main street that connects the ancient City in the
archaeological site of Teotihuacan, in center
México. The band reflects culture, mysticism,
rebellious beats of traditional music which
transcends and leaves an audience with touch of
tradition and magic. The band got together for the
first time in the City of Berlin, in the spring of 2005
and has been playing ever since, with now almost
500 concerts.
